Follow these steps to make your important place travel guide!
1. For the cover of your travel guide you will write the answers to the following questions:

a. What is the place (city and state if possible)?

b. When was your place established? When was it founded?

c. You must have a large picture of this place (either a map of a picture of something from this place).

2. For the inside left flap of your travel guide you will write the answers to the following questions:

a. Why was your place founded?

b. What is your place famous for? (There might be more than one reason!)

c. You must write at least 6 sentences explaining these questions.

3. For the first right flap you will write the answers to the following questions:

a. What are some fun facts about your place?

b. What is some information about your place that not a lot of people know?
c. You must have 3 fun facts written on this side of your cereal box.

4. For the middle section of your travel guide you will write answers to the following questions:

a. Give information about the place today. Does it still exist? How many people live there? What is important about it today?

b. Why should people visit your place?

c. What is there to do there today?
d. You must write 6 sentences explaining these questions.

5. For the second right flap you will write the answers to the following questions:

a. Why is this place important to know in the Northeast?

b. You must write at least 3 sentences explaining why this place is important to know.

NOTE: You will need to have at least 1 picture that relates to your important place in each section of your travel guide. These pictures can be hand drawn or printed from the Internet.

NOTE: Do not forget to cite the information that you find about this place (that includes any pictures taken from the Internet). You may use the back side of your travel guide for your Works Cited.
